ADVISING INFORMATION FOR NEW STUDENTS  

• Full-time students should register for all 15 credits of the IT Core Curriculum courses. 
• Part-time students must take TLIT1005 for one of your first semester courses.  You can then add additional 

courses from the core curriculum if you wish. 
• NOTE: You must complete all 15 credits from the core curriculum before moving on to additional IT 

coursework.  Once you complete the core classes you will earn the IT Support Certificate.  After completing 
the core classes, you will work with your faculty advisor to plan your future semester coursework.

Some courses may 
have both full semester and half semester options. The half semester classes are  accelerated and more 
time demanding. 

• If your Reading Accuplacer score is below college-level, it is recommended you take ENGL 0900 Essential 
Reading and Writing Strategies in your first semester. 

• Students wishing to add a general education course can take PHIL 1200 Technology, Ethics & Society
